10% Purchase Local Incentive Initiated

 The City of Santa Clarita has initiated a new program that supports local companies who bid on City of Santa Clarita contracts.  The “City of Santa Clarita Support of Local Business Program” will provide a substantial preference to local business in the bidding process for city purchases.  This program encourages local purchasing by allowing SCV businesses that are close but not the lowest bidder to match the lowest bid if the lowest bidder is a non-local business. Previously, this preference benefited local businesses that came within 5% of the lowest bid of a non-local business. This preference was increased to 10% by the City of Santa Clarita City Council on Tuesday, May 19.

 The Chamber of Commerce has and will continue to be supportive of the City of Santa Clarita in their efforts to provide ways and means for local companies to be successful in their attempts to do business with the city.  Programs like the “10% Local Preference” will do much to enhance local business partnerships, encourage quality job creation in the SCV and to develop programs that will encourage retail spending to attract outside dollars to the community.
